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Why can't people cope with their problems? They don't know how to handle responsibility.

In parsha we learn about how Moshe had to have his own trumpets. They were used along

with the shofar. When he died Joshua had to have his own trumpets, etc. Everyone must
develop their own sense of responsibility. They must be trained to do it. 1In this parsha

we learn how the people complained about their lack me and Moshe w3s beside himself and
wanted to quit. G-d told him to appoint a of 70 elders. Why should this have
helped? We also learn about how a group of peopl; who complained to Moshe because they
couldn't celebrate Pesach because unclean, came in contact with the dead. Here we have

two failures of leadership of Moshe's part? He either wanted to do everything or he neglected
them? Today same thing. There seems to be 2 kinds of parents, either they do everything

for the child or they neglect them. There's the parent who says, "You don't have to give
charity, I'll do it for you. You don't have to go to Shul, I'll do it for you", or parents
who neglect child. You do your thing, I'll do mine. The child will only learn responsibility
if it is something which the parent needs, too. We learn that Aron had to stand on a stool

to light the . It was less than 5 feet tall, Also he didn't have to

light it. All he had to do was prepare the wicks. He needed a stool so that he could have
his children light it after preparing wicks. All children must learn sense of responsibility.
How can we tell when we're no longer practising Judaism? When we've gone too far?

What does this passage mean? Why do we ask G-d to
scatter our enemies just when the Ark is moving? What is this about Israel returning when
there is some rest? The trumpets of Moshe had to be made special for him. Another explanation
the Torah is eternal but the means to implement, the techmniques vary from generation to
generation. Every generation must fashion their own trumpets. But how do we know when we
have gone too far, when we're no longer not just changing techniques but changing Judaism?

The saying because life is in constant flux it's always changing. World
still unredeemed. That's why fire, menorah symbol of Judaism, restlessness inherent in life,
to.perfect. Imperfect world. We can tell if we have gone too far if we no longer in our
moments of rest and contemplation revert back to the Torah. If the Torah has no more meaning
for us. If it no longer offers us solace, comfort, and‘inspiration. Then we have gone too

far. Réturn Israel to the source during life's flux., If afraid to because it will say
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something we don't want to hear then we have gone too far.
