We use friendship to get a better job, social climb, guarantee
We want pleasant friends, agreeable, sweet, pleasant
We want friends for business
someone to talk to, mix up
Cain knew he wasn't a - a true friend, one who guards another even from
himself. Who celebrates with him in sorrow and happiness, who observes him. Tells
him what he sees, takes and gives criticism. Unless we have such friends we remain
lonely. Our basic lonliness is not solved.
Man's basic condition remained unchanged, his passions the same. The Bible deals with
the same problems which we face today. One of the basic problems we face is illustrated
indirectly by the phrase . The earth was commanded to
produce a tree which not only produced good fruit but which itself could be eaten, was
sweet and good. Today we are educating people who are good producers, many who are
making good discoveries but who themselves are terrible people. Their achievements are
good but they, themselves, are not. We should all strive for achievement but more
important we s“ould transform ourselves into people who are kind and good. People should
not only admire our achievements but also ourselves. If I have to choose I would say

that it would be more important for you to be a good person, than a great achiever. What
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you are inside more important than what you achieve.
