The Rabbis compare life to a raging sea. The waves go up and down and no one is ever on top always. We all are jostled about. G-d so to speak has thrown us a lifeline. He tells us to cling to it and we will be able to contend with the many forces, which push us all in many directions. This lifeline is the doing of deeds of loving kindness. No matter what the problem if we will become active in c...onnecting with others and in helping them when we can, we will be able to contend better with our own situation. Everyone can do it no matter who they are or what their station in life is. During the Jewish month of Adar a half shekel was contributed by every man over twenty (representing himself or himself & his wife if he had one) to help pay for the sacrifices in the Temple for the coming year which began in the next month the first of Nissan. No one was excluded. Perhaps the fact that the date of Purim which was ascertained by lot was not a coincidence was because many of the Persian Jews of that time did not want to include many of their brethren in their activities. They wanted to exclude them from their care & concern. When Haman’s evil decree came they were included too with the brethren they tried to exclude. Every Jew must be included. In fact when it comes to helping every human being must be included.

On Feb 10,2012 we all lost a wonderful human being Holly Skolkin who fought a courageous battle against stage 4 breast cancer for 15 years. She constantly did acts of loving kindness (Chesed) and was known throughout the community as a wonderful role model for others who were suffering from cancer. She truly exemplified how to cling to the lifeline G-d has thrown us.
