The question has been asked why do we make the Seder on the first nights of Pesach why don’t we make it on the 7th day of Pesach. After all only after the Egyptian army was destroyed on the 7th day were we really free. It’s true that after the Egyptian army was destroyed when the Reed Sea came tumbling down upon them, the Jewish people did sing a great song of thankfulness to G-d, which we remember everyday in the davening. But still the great observance of Pesach is the Seder. We observed the Seder with all its singing and praise of G-d even before G-d redeemed us. Throughout the terrible slavery of Egypt we always were kept alive by the song & hope of Judaism that we would be redeemed and be a light to the world. Even in our day during the worst days of the Holocaust the Jews in the camps sang Ani Maameen. Holocaus tRemembrance Day comes one week before Israel Independence Day, It’s the hope and song of our people which has allowed us with Hashem’s help to overcome and today have the great joy & hope which Israel represents for us today. Cantor Dean has sung the great songs of our people when we were persecuted and the great songs of our people when Israel was reborn; in honor of the Cantor Dean’s 90thbirthday I have added a button devoted to his singing of many of these great songs.
