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In Hebrew the word for confess and thanks is the same. We all know that the greatest gift G-d has given us is the ability to look at our selves clearly and rationally and confess to ourselves our mistakes. If we do this and determine not to repeat these mistakes G-d will forgive us and we will be given a second chance. That is what Teshuvah is all about. We should never rationalize away our mistakes or errors. We should face them and move on. That is what Thanksgiving is about also. The pilgrims were given a second chance in America to live according to their religious beliefs which they could not do in Europe. The United States is all about second chances. Most people who have been successful in their lives have failed once or twice first. If not in their profession then in their personal life. We should always be grateful that G-d gives us a second chance. Let us all remember this on this Thanksgiving.
