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When we moved to Houston, | met and got to know Cantor Dean. He always
has a smile on his face, and is a wonderful person to learn how to behave towards
other people. During the last year, | had the pleasure of studying with him, as he
taught me how to read the Torah and Haftorah. Working with him every week was
always nice. He opened up new worlds for me. Next month my class will be having a
shabbaton, and I will be reading the Torah then, only because of Cantor Dean.

Turn now to Cantor Dean,

Cantor Dean, You have shown me how to be a nice person by being one, and you
have taught me so well. | know that | speak for everyone here, that we all want you to
have the best of heaith and many many more years of pleasure. Thank you,

To my brothers and sister. We play together, we fight together and we generally
get along together. To my brother Ari, who goes through money like water, and
always needs money to buy more lego, | forgive you for trying to talk me into giving
you my birthday money when you were only five years old, so you couid buy more
lego. To my brother Eitan who will probably cause me to be deaf by the age of
fourteen with his screeching, and to my sister Atara who is always into all of my stuff, |
forgive all of you for all the times you drove me crazy, and | hope that when you guys
celebrate your Bnei Mitzvah that you will be this kind to me. But sariously, every
brother should be lucky to have brothers and a sister like you guys.

To my grandparents, my poppy and my nona, and most of you know them by
more traditional names, | speak to you or see you almost every day. Your constant
attention, your love and your just being you, has left an imprint on me that every child
should be so lucky to have. | don’t know the right words to say thank you and | love
you.

And to my parents. They watch over me like a hawk. | am so happy that starting
with Monday | will have a room at the other end of the house, away from their ever
present eyes. But they have shown me what it means to be dedicated parents. | can
thank them for all that they have done for this day, but that would be wrong, because
they have shown me the same love and dedication for every day, and for everything
that | do, and which we do as a family.

When | was preparing for my Bar Mitzvah, | was given many topics to choose
from, and | wanted something from the Torah reading. However, | was able to find a
topic which is from the Torah reading but is not really from the Parsha. What do |
mean?

There is a difference in custom between Ashkenazic and Sephardic Jews as to
when the Torah shouid be lifted for everyone to see. We know our custom is to lift the
Torah at the end of the Torah reading. Sephardim, on the other hand do it at the
beginning of the Torah reading. If we had followed the Sephardic custom this morning
we would not have been able to see the beginning of the Torah reading. This is

because there is absolutely no break between the end of last week'’s parsha, @i%\,
and the beginning of this momings.

When we look into a TN, we find that there are two types of paragraph
breaks at the end of the weekly Torah reading. Some of them look like our regular
paragraphs. They are called NND  One paragraph ends, and the next paragraph

starts at the beginning of the next line, aithough the beginning of the next line isn't
indented.  There is another type ot ending of one paragraph and the starting of
another one, where there is a break of nine letters, and then the next paragraph

starts on the same line.  These are called 1N,
With the TP B this moming, we don't have either. It just continues without a

break from the previous TZ75. This is the only Torah reading of the whole year which

is found this way. The big question is why? And we aren't the first ones to ask this
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question. The oldest 'W'J:W; which is called X231 YR, asked the same

question. Why is the Torah reading of 1 so different that it just continues from the

reading of the last week without any break, what so ever. The same question was
asked by a lot of different people who wrote explanations on the Torah.

The 037, Rabbi Shmuel ben Meir, who lived in 12th century France,
pointed out that the beginning of M7, this moming's TP, is, in fact the middie of a
discussion. Last week’s @D ended with the following sentence: “And Jacob

dwelled in the land of Egypt, in the area of Goshen, and they had their
possessions there, and they were fruitful and they multiplied exceedingly.” This

morning’s TZID  starts with a discussion of the life of Jacob. It is clearly a
continuation of last week's @15, Why then is there a break in the discussion about
Jacob, betwseen the two M*¥19? The 02 explains the reason. The next to the last

sentence in last week's Y10 discusses Pharoah taking over everything. Pharoah is

starting the idea of slavery for his own people, which would end up with the Jews
becoming slaves. This is clearly bad news, and we have a principle that we don't

end an aliyah with bad news. So when the n1*gID were split up they took one

sentence from the next discussion, about the life of Jacob, and added it to the
end of the story of Pharoah.  The story of Jacob's life is a continuation of the end of

last week's Torah reading. This explains why the first sentence of today’s T@D
should not be starting after a paragraph break.

Writing about a century later than the Dag, >N DTIR 27 wrote that he

checked the lists as to how the 11N is supposed to be written. These lists are very
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long and very detailed. If there is the slightest changein the writing of the Torah from
the lists, the Torah is not kosher.  These lists tell us which paragraphs are supposed

to be open and and which are supposed to be closed. The beginning of [T |, this
morning’s 177D, is not listed as having a paragraph break. Why not?

MR W1P9R 27 who lived about two centuries after STRRT DMIp A7
explained that when K1Y reestablished the TN at the beginning of the second
Temple period, he knew that there wasn't supposed to be a break at the beginning of
°M7). The WY1 therefore asked the question, why not?

@ quotes the WITA, K31 MUK, and mentions two reasons as to why

this YD begins without any sign that there is a new paragraph.
The fact that it is so closed is a sign for things which would be considered to be closed
off. What is it that is supposed to be closed off? *¥7 quotes two answers almost
word for word from the T X37 N"@RI3, while the @7 itself,  has a third
ons. Let's look at the three answers quickly and then try to understand each one.

T quotes the W71 which says that when Jacob died the eyes and hearts of
Israel were closed, because the enslavement of the Jews was beginning. Another
explanation, quoted by "7 and found in the @1 is that Jacob had wanted to reveal
the time of the final redemption to his sons, but that information was denied to him by
God.. The W itself has a third explanation, and that is that all the tragedies of the

world were not revealed to him.
Let’s try to understand each of these three reasons a little more deeply. Going
back to the first one which said that the Egyptians had begun the enslavement of the
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Jews, there is a problem, because the ¥Tn says in other places that as long as one

of the sons of Jacob was alive the slavery did not start. So why does the TN say
that it had begun while Jacob was alive, and his eyes were figuratively ciosed to what
was happening. An answer is offered by D°IPt 20 that there were two levels of

being slaves, one being more severe than the other. The easier one had begun
during the lives of the sons of Jacob. And only after their death, did the Egyptians go

to the more severe form. Other similar answers are givenbythe D°Jpt NYT and by
the Bartenura. They explain that the slavery was started by getting the Jews to work
for them by paying them, with the goal in mind to eventually make them slaves.

There is a similar idea expressed in the T Tmbh, that when the family
of Jacob came to Egypt, the Torah says that they were settled in the area of Goshen
and that it had the best land in Egypt. The 2T says that on Pesach, a person

may fufill the mitzvah of marror with Chazeret, which is a form of lettuce. The Talmud
asks that the problem is that this form of lettuce is sweet, and marror is supposed to be
bitter. Rabbi Hiyya said in the name of Rabbi Hoshaiah that this lettuce starts off
sweet but ends up bitter. This is based on the idea that this is what happened in
Egypt. The Egyptians started off being nice to the Jews, settling them in a great area,
and paying them for the work they did. Then they made life bitter for the Jews. It was
all part of a plan.

The second answer given by the Midrash said that Jacob was going to reveal
the time of the final redemption to his sons, but that knowiedge was taken away from
him by God. The Torah says, at the beginning of the next chapter, Jacob called his
sons into the room and was going to tell them what was will happen at the end of
days. However, we find that Jacob does not tell them anything like that, and instead
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he goes on with the various 1272 which he had for each son, and he never ends up
telling them the when the redemption will be.

The Midrash, X327 N°wXT3, says two people who wanted to reveal when the
final redemption would coms, and they were Jacob and Daniel, but that information
was not revealed to them. Instead Jacob ends up telling his sons that they should
have the same relationship with God which he had, and knowing when the final
redemption would come was not that important.

N3 1727, the great Kabbalistic commentator of the Torah, added that the
references in this parsha are to the third bondage which the Jewish people would
have to endure, just as Jacob was the_third of the N2R. This Parsha is a closed one,

because he wanted to reveal the time of redemption and it was denied him.
The third answer given by the Midrash is that Jacob was going to reveal all the

future tragedies which would happen to this world, and it was denied him. The 21
nP? U772 bases this on the fact that the Torah says that when Jacob came to Egypt,
Qi7"aR :'pyz M7 NN, and the spirit of Jacob revived. While in Israel, before
Jacob moved to Egypt, he was unhappy, with no knowledge of Joseph. Once he
moved to Egypt he was revived, and he knew through prophecy what the future held.
However this was now going to be denied to him again.

The $64,000 question is, what does all this have to do with my Bar Mitzvah?
Very often we see what is right in front of our eyes, but we don't understand the
meaning behind it. Part of growing up is understanding that there is more to what is
going on, than the part we see. We have to be able to read between the lines, and to
be see the larger picture.

When we look at the way the Torah was written, it seems very simple. This
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parsha immediately follows the other one, without a break. It would be very easy to
just look at that and to keep going. However, the Midrash teaches us to look deeper.
When we start to look deeper we find hidden meanings.

Inlife, itis always very easy to look at things just as they are, and not try to
understand the who's, what's and why’s. We have to learn to search and to
appreciate more, and not to just be satisfied with the easy way out.

As | am entering Jewish adulthood now, | have an obligation to myself and to
those around me to try to understand myself and everyone else to the greatest degree.
Not to rush to snap judgments but to be appreciative of all possibilities and everything
that makes us who we are.

There are many places where | have learned how to look at things carefully
and to think about what | see and hear. | spend most of the hours that | am awake in
the Hebrew Academy. The wonderful teachers there, in the secular studies and
Judaic studies, have taught me how to think and to be a better person. | would like to
thank all my secular studies teachers. Mrs. Doran, Mrs. Dreyfuss, Mrs. Ro, Mrs.
Liberman, Mrs. Levinton, Mrs. Wilkenson and Mrs. Torres. They showed a sense of
love and dedication. They have shown me how to be a good person, and they have
also shown me what it means to enjoy learning. Thank you.

When | get the opportunity to speak to my family in Israel they are always
impressed with the fact that | understand them when they talk, and that | can answer
them. To my wonderful Ivrit teachers who have made studying Hebrew fun. For

teaching me a love of "X72° NI and for all Jews. To n1733 ehriichman, gardner,
dafni and osherov, thank you all for being you and aiways being there.
Tomy WP *T teachers who have taught me how to be a Jew, and to love
